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Wakeley Paul, Esquire
A Passion for Life from 1930 - 2009

Wakeley Samson Wijiyekumar
Paul died on March 9th, 2009, at
the age of 79 in Whiting, New
Jersey, USA. He was the eldest
son and child of Professor Dr.
Milroy Aserappa Paul, who was
one of the most brilliant surgeons
in Ceylon, and Winifred Hanah
Ponmany, the daughter of Dr. &
Mrs. Mudaliyar William H. Ponniah
Canagasabai. Milroy Paul was one
of the very few Ceylonese admit-
ted into the medical profession's
elite, at the time where this group
mostly consisted of British per-
sonnel. Milroy was even invited
and attended Her Majesty Queen
Elizabeth I1's Coronation in 1953.

Milroy's brother and Wakeley's
Uncle, was the late Dr. A.T.S. Paul,
Wakeley Paul casualwho was a
surgeon and first cardiothoracic
surgical specialist at the General
Hospital in Colombo. Wakeley's
grandfather was the distinguished
Dr. Samuel Chelliah Paul, who was
the first Asian to obtain fellowship
of the Royal College of Surgeons
in 1901. He was also the first
Ceylonese FRCS, and the first
Senior Surgeon at the General
Hospital in Colombo. Wakeley's
great-grandfather was the late Dr.
William Thillaiyampalam Paul,
who was also distinguished in his
own right. Though coming from
generations of highly esteemed
Tamil Medical Doctors, Wakeley
had a passion for law, which he
excelled & practiced in Ceylon
(presently  Sri  Lanka) and
America.

Royalist

Wakeley was an Old Royalist,
having graduated from the
esteemed Royal College in
Colombo, Ceylon. He was a
founding member and past
President of the Royal College Old
Boys' East Coast Association in
USA.

Cambridge and Stanford
alumni

After Royal College, he then
went on to attend Emmanuel
College at the University of
Cambridge in England, receiving
his Bachelor of Arts (B.A.) in Law
in 1953, and Master of Arts (M.A.)
in Law in 1957. He also received
his Masters of Law (LL.M.) from
Stanford University, USA, in 1962
for International Law.

He was a Crown Counsel in
Ceylon for almost 12 years, a
Barrister-at-Law, Middle Temple,
London, England, and a Criminal
Defense Attorney in New Jersey,
USA, for 33 years.

Wakeley tried the first capital
case in Bergen County, New
Jersey, after the reinstatement of
the death penalty in 1982.
Among his many notable defen-
dants was Mr. Joseph Harris, a
postal worker at Ridgewood, New
Jersey, who went crazy and killed
five people. Mr. Harris added to
the American slang term "going
postal". Wakeley did a wonderful
job defending Mr. Harris as he did
for all of his clients. His clients
adored him. He always upheld his
clients' right of being "innocent
until proven guilty."

President of Illankai Tamil
Sangam, USA
Wakeley was passionate

about justice, both locally and
internationally. He was the past
President of llankai Tamil Sangam
USA, and represented the Tamils
on behalf of llankai Tamil Sangam
at the United Nations Human
Rights Commission in Geneva in
the 1980's and 1990's, and the
International  Association  of
Democratic Lawyers - Paris
Conference in 2005. He was a
speaker and attendee of Tamil
World Conferences. He spoke and
wrote extensively on the Tamil
national question, and was a pas-
sionate and committed supporter
of the Tamil Eelam Struggle for
Freedom.

Though his commitment and
passion to the Tamil struggle cost
him support from some friends
and colleagues, he had a deep
resolve for what was right and
just, and for what he believed will
bring peace in the end.

Wakeley was known as a true
gentleman, and had a great exu-
berance for life. He had a proud
command of the English language
and was a natural orator. He was
a wonderful raconteur who told
the best stories. He was also a
great debater, and a fierce oppo-
nent. Wakeley was well traveled
and loved his curries hot! He was
a Christian who regularly attend-
ed St. Stephen's Episcopal
Church. In his latter years he liked
to take photographs, and was a
member of the Crestwood
Camera Club which had regular
exhibits of his work. He was also
past President of the Creative
Writers of the Glen club. He wrote
articles, poetry, and was pub-
lished in the Crestwood Village
Sun. Before his passing, he wrote
his own autobiography. He was
also an honorary member of a
speaker's club. People found

Wakeley to be urbane, witty,
charming, and worldly. He was
well respected by his friends, col-
leagues, and relatives. Most of all,
he was loved as a husband, a
father, father-in-law, and grandfa-
ther.

Wakeley is survived by his
wife Sandra, to whom he was
married for 46 years, daughter
Galina, son Dayan, and his doted
grand-children Seryozha, Misha,
Natasha, Aiken, and Aryck.

Here is an example of the
many poems that Wakeley wrote,
which also peeked into his charac-
ter:

The recent demise of Mr.
N.P. Jeganathan, a proud prod-
uct of the now defunct Ceylon
Civil Service, Permanent
Secretary and a former
Government Agent of Jaffna
and Mannar, removes from our
midst an illustrious son of Sri
Lanka's Tamil community.

The Late Jeganathan had
his secondary education at St.
Patricks College-Jaffna, a presti-
gious educational institution
well known for discipline and
decorum. On comp-leting his
school education, he entered
the University and passed out
with an Honours Degree in
Mathematics, specializing in
Statistics. At that time entry
into the Ceylon Civil Service was
through a highly competitive
exam where only a chosen few
were lucky to enter the "Elite
Club". Mr. Jeganathan's brilliant
academic record stood good in
his selection for the Civil
Service. He served as a cadet
during the initial years in
Colombo ands was later posted
to the outstations for higher
and more lucrative positions.

It was during these postings
that he held the position of
Government Agent of Mannar

and Jaffna. During his tenure as

26 August, 1926 - 18 March 2009
(Former Permanent Secretary and Government Agent of Jaffna and Mannar)

a Government Agent in Mannar
Mr. Jeganathan will be well
remembered as a Public
Servant who helped the needy
and the deserving, specially in
Land allocation and re-settle-
ment. He went out of his way to
allocate crown land for the
landless and helped the poor
and needy. In Jaffna, he was a
familiar figure in many commu-
nity functions. Although he was
a Catholic, his presence was felt
in almost all Hindu functions.
Mr. Jeganathan's career in
the Public Service rose high
when he was appointed
Permanent Secretary to the
Ministry of Regional
Development and Hindu Affairs
with Mr.C. Rajadurai as the
Minister. Although Mr.
Jeganathan was a Catholic, his
appointment to the Hindu
Affairs  Ministry as  the
Permanent Secretary spoke well
of his fairness and impartiality.
He was of great assistance to
Mr. Rajadurai in running this
Ministry. After his long and
eventful career in the Public
Service he eventually retired
and took up an educational
posting in Nigeria. It was from
Nigeria that he migrated to
Canada where he spent the rest
of his life in peaceful retirement

until his demise recently. Mr.
Jeganathan's wife Theresa
Leelawathie pre-deceased him
and he leaves behind his chil-
dren Lanka, Ruhuna, Rajan,

Jeyam, Ratna, Mano and
Charmaine.
The passing away of

Nicholapillai Patrick Jeganathan
has removed from the scene a
person from the Sri Lankan
Tamil community who was dili-
gent in his duty and played a
significant role in the Public
service with incredible enthusi-
asm.
